When West Hancock Schools dismiss early on 
Wednesdays, we will still have Truth Seekers. 
 
In an effort to provide a safe environment for your 
children, the doors will remain locked until 3:40 pm, as we 
are not fully staffed until that time.

TIME: 3:50-5:00 p.m.  
Truth Seekers will begin promptly at 3:50 p.m. Only Truth 
Seekers and staff are allowed in the building during club 
hours.  
 
SECURITY: 
The doors will open at 3:40 pm and will be locked for the 
duration of Truth Seekers (3:50-5:00pm). A phone number 
will be posted on the front door that you may call if you 
need to enter the church during Truth Seekers. 
 
END OF DAY: 
Truth Seekers will conclude at 5:00 p.m.  For their 
protection, all participants must be picked up from their 
designated areas by a parent, guardian or approved adult.  
We want to ensure everyone is sale and watching for traffic 
as they leave. 
 

**PLEASE NOTE** 
If your typical pick up person changes, please notify the 
church. Your child will not be dismissed without proper 

notification.** 
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The following guidelines pertain to all Truth Seekers participants. 

 

• Be Respectful 

• Display care and respect for all peers, volunteers and facility

• Sit quietly in your own seat and listen during class times 

• Keep your hands to yourself

• Stealing 

• Screaming 

• Fighting, pushing, shoving, rough housing at any time 

• Name calling 

• Mocking or back talk    

• Disrespect in classroom 

• Swearing or inappropriate gestures 

• Taking the Lord’s name in vain 

• Playing in the bathroom

Truth Seekers Rule Guide 
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If these guidelines are not followed, the child will first be 
reminded by an adult. 
 
If the child has a second offense, the child will be sent out of 
the room and an incident report will be written out and sent 
home. 
 
If a third offense occurs, the parent will be called to come 
and pick up their child. All children will be welcomed back 
if willing to abide by the guidelines.
